Vision of the project
Leandro and his team are founding a soccer
academy in Rosario, Argentina, with a clear and
hopeful mission: soccer should not primarily serve as
a means of talent scouting, but rather as a tool for
the holistic development of children and for
spreading the gospel.
The project aims to help children grow into
responsible, value-oriented individuals through
mentoring, training, and spiritual guidance in a safe,
inspiring environment for children with and without a
Christian background.

Supporting children in Argentina through sports
and spiritual development

Project context
Rosario is a city that loves soccer—but it is also marked by
poverty, violence, and a lack of prospects. Many children grow
up without safe leisure activities, stable role models, or
guidance. This is where the academy comes in: a place of
stability, community, and hope, founded by people from the
region, for the region. Leandro, a former professional soccer
player with roots in Rosario, wants to offer children more than
just training with his brother: mentoring, values, and the
gospel – made tangible through soccer. The project is being
launched in collaboration with a Christian school. The goal is to
nurture a generation that takes responsibility and carries hope
forward.
